
Frequently Asked Questions

 

APPLICATION?

Question: How do I apply to the MSc programmes at the Faculty of Life Sciences (LIFE)? 
Answer: You can download the Application Form from this website. Please fill in the form and send it by regular mail to: LIFE, Study and Students’ Affairs, Bülowsvej 17, 1870 Frederiksberg, Denmark
Question: Is it acceptable to only send the application form electronically? 
Answer: No! We must receive a hard copy before the deadline. 

Question: Is the application deadline by postmark? 
Answer: No! Your application must have been received by Study and Students’ Affairs no later than the date of the deadline in order to be considered. If you are a non-EU applicant, please note that the office is closed between Christmas and New Year. Therefore we recommend that you send your application well in advance before the holidays.

Question: Is it possible to apply to more than one MSc programme? 
Answer: Yes! You can apply to two programmes in total. However, be aware of the specific academic requirements and profiles of each programme. And remember to send two full applications (application form and all annexes), if you apply for two programmes.


Question: Can I apply to an MSc programme if I already hold a MSc degree? 
Answer: Yes! It is possible to apply. However, students already holding an European MSc degree will not be considered for a governmental scholarship. Furthermore, for those programmes that have restricted admission, applicants already holding an MSc degree will be put last.

Question: Can I send the results of the language test after the deadline for submission? 
Answer: Yes and no. Non-EU applicants must include the language test in their application. Applicants from EU may forward the language test up until study start. 

Question: I will not receive my BSc diploma before the deadline of submission expires; can I send my diploma after the graduation? 
Answer: Due to application procedures and deadlines, this is only possible, if you are an EU citizen. You should immediately upon receipt of the certified diploma mail a certified copy to Study and Students’ Affairs. Students from Non-EU/EEA-EFTA countries MUST submit their diploma with the application form. 

Question: What kind of certification is required? 
Answer: Your transcript and diplomas must have an original stamp and a signature verifying the “True Copy”. Typically, your university will be able to assist you in certifying your documents. Otherwise, we also accept signatures by embassies and representations or public offices, e.g. police stations. 

Question: When will I get the result of my application? 
Answer: If you are a non-EU citizen you will receive the result of your application no later than 1 March. If you are an EU citizen, you will receive the result no later than 1 June. 

Question: Is it possible to re-apply to the programmes? 
Answer: If your application has been positively assessed, you are welcome to re-apply the following year. However, be aware that all the documents have to be submitted again with the application form. 

Question: Will submitted material be returned to me? 
Answer: No! Submitted material is never returned to applicants. It is destroyed or filed (for accepted students). 


ADMISSION?

Question: What are the language requirements to join the LIFE MSc programmes? 
Answer: All students will have to document English proficiency. We accept either IELTS (6.0) or TOEFL tests (min. 560 in paper-based test or IBT 83). If you are a native speaker of English or have completed your BSc degree in English, no formal test is required. The language test must be sent directly from the testing centre. For TOEFL, the institutional code is 4680; for IELTS, please provide the test center with the exact address of Study and Students’ Affairs. Alternatively, a certified copy of the test can be included with the application. Language tests must not be older than 2 years at the time of submission of the application. Students from the following countries are exempted from the language test requirements: Sweden, Norway, Iceland, Finland, Australia, Bahamas, Barbados, Botswana, Canada, Cameroon, Ethiopia, Fiji, Gambia, Ghana, India, Jamaica, Kenya, Liberia, Malawi, New Zealand, Nigeria, Papua New Guinea, South Africa, Tanzania, Uganda,

Zambia, Zimbabwe.


ECONOMY?

Question: How much is the tuition fee for a LIFE MSc programme? 
Answer: The tuition fee for non-EU students is €7000 per semester (i.e. €14000 per study year)

For EU students there is no tuition fee.

Question: When do I have to pay the tuition fee? 
Answer: The tuition fee for the fall semester must be paid by 15 May and 1 December for the spring semester. Study and Students’ Affairs will forward invoices including bank information. 

Question: What will be the estimated costs of living in Europe? 
Answer: The estimated costs are EUR 800 per month. 


VISA/RESIDENCE PERMIT?

Question: How can third-country students obtain a visa to study in Denmark?
Answer: Once third-country students and scholars have received a letter of admission from LIFE, you must apply for a visa in your home country at the Danish embassies. 

Question: When can I expect to receive my visa? 
Answer: It generally takes 10-12 weeks to process a complete application. Therefore, we strongly recommend that you start the application process as soon as you receive your admission letter. The delay after handing in the complete application will be approximately 8 weeks. 

Question: From which date is my residence permit valid? 
Answer: You residence permit is valid two weeks before study start. 



INSURANCE?

Question: Do I need to purchase an insurance? 
Answer: Yes. 

ACCOMMODATION?

Question: How do I find accommodation? 
Answer: LIFE has a Housing Department that helps all international students finding accommodation. You will receive instructions and an application form for housing with your letter of admission.
